Your Employee Rights Under the
Family and Medical Leave Act

What is FMLA leave?

The Family and Medical Leave Act (FMLA) is a federal law that
provides eligible employees with job-protected leave for qualifying
family and medical reasons. The U.S. Department of Labor’s Wage
and Hour Division (WHD) enforces the FMLA for most employees.

Eligible employees can take up to 12 workweeks of FMLA leave in a
12-month period for:

+ The birth, adoption or foster placement of a child with you,

+ Your serious mental or physical health condition that makes you
unable to work,

+ To care for your spouse, child or parent with a serious mental or
physical health condition, and

+ Certain qualifying reasons related to the foreign deployment of
your spouse, child or parent who is a military servicemember.

An eligible employee who is the spouse, child, parent or next of kin of
a covered servicemember with a serious injury or illness may take up
to 26 workweeks of FMLA leave in a single 12-month period to care
for the servicemember.

You have the right to use FMLA leave in one block of time. When it
is medically necessary or otherwise permitted, you may take FMLA
leave intermittently in separate blocks of time, or on a reduced
schedule by working less hours each day or week. Read Fact Sheet
#28M(c) for more information.

FMLA leave is not paid leave, but you may choose, or be required
by your employer, to use any employer-provided paid leave if your
employer’s paid leave policy covers the reason for which you need
FMLA leave.

Airline flight crew employees have different “hours of service”
requirements.

You work for a covered employer if one of the following applies:

+ You work for a private employer that had at least 50 employees
during at least 20 workweeks in the current or previous calendar
year,

+ You work for an elementary or public or private secondary school,
or

+ You work for a public agency, such as a local, state or federal
government agency. Most federal employees are covered by
Title Il of the FMLA, administered by the Office of Personnel
Management.

How do | request FMLA leave?
Generally, to request FMLA leave you must:

+ Follow your employer’s normal policies for requesting leave,
+ Give notice at least 30 days before your need for FMLA leave, or
+ If advance notice is not possible, give notice as soon as possible.

You do not have to share a medical diagnosis but must provide
enough information to your employer so they can determine whether
the leave qualifies for FMLA protection. You must also inform your
employer if FMLA leave was previously taken or approved for the
same reason when requesting additional leave.

Your employer may request certification from a health care provider
to verify medical leave and may request certification of a qualifying
exigency.

What does my employer need to do?
If you are eligible for FMLA leave, your employer must:

+ Allow you to take job-protected time off work for a qualifying
reason,

+ Continue your group health plan coverage while you are on leave
on the same basis as if you had not taken leave, and

+ Allow you to return to the same job, or a virtually identical job with
the same pay, benefits and other working conditions, including
shift and location, at the end of your leave.

Your employer cannot interfere with your FMLA rights or threaten
or punish you for exercising your rights under the law. For example,
your employer cannot retaliate against you for requesting FMLA leave
or cooperating with a WHD investigation.

After becoming aware that your need for leave is for a reason that
may qualify under the FMLA, your employer must confirm whether
you are eligible or not eligible for FMLA leave. If your employer
determines that you are eligible, your employer must notify you in
writing:

+ About your FMLA rights and responsibilities, and

+ How much of your requested leave, if any, will be FMLA-protected
leave.

OVERTIME PAY At least 1%z times the regular rate of pay for all hours worked over 40 in a workweek. civil money penalties may be assessed for each child labor violation that results in the death or
serious injury of any minor employee, and such assessments may be doubled when the violations
are determined to be willful or repeated. The law also prohibits retaliating against or discharging

workers who file a complaint or participate in any proceeding under the FLSA.

CHILD LABOR An employee must be at least 16 years old to work in most non-farm jobs and at least 18 to work
in non-farm jobs declared hazardous by the Secretary of Labor. Youths 14 and 15 years old may
work outside school hours in various non-manufacturing, non-mining, non-hazardous jobs with
certain work hours restrictions. Different rules apply in agricultural employment. -+ Certain occupations and establishments are exempt from the minimum wage, and/or overtime

pay provisions. Certain narrow exemptions also apply to the pump at work requirements.

+  Special provisions apply to workers in American Samoa, the Commonwealth of the Northern

Mariana Islands, and the Commonwealth of Puerto Rico.

ADDITIONAL
INFORMATION

Employers of “tipped employees” who meet certain conditions may claim a partial wage credit
based on tips received by their employees. Employers must pay tipped employees a cash wage
of at least $2.13 per hour if they claim a tip credit against their minimum wage obligation. If an
employee’s tips combined with the employer’s cash wage of at least $2.13 per hour do not equal
the minimum hourly wage, the employer must make up the difference.

TIP CREDIT

- Some state laws provide greater employee protections; employers must comply with both.

+ Some employers incorrectly classify workers as “independent contractors” when they are
actually employees under the FLSA. It is important to know the difference between the two
because employees (unless exempt) are entitled to the FLSA’s minimum wage and overtime

PUMP AT WORK The FLSA requires employers to provide reasonable break time for a nursing employee to express

breast milk for their nursing child for one year after the child’s birth each time the employee needs
to express breast milk. Employers must provide a place, other than a bathroom, that is shielded
from view and free from intrusion from coworkers and the public, which may be used by the
employee to express breast milk.

ENFORCEMENT The Department has authority to recover back wages and an equal amount in liquidated damages
in instances of minimum wage, overtime, and other violations. The Department may litigate and/
or recommend criminal prosecution. Employers may be assessed civil money penalties for each
willful or repeated violation of the minimum wage or overtime pay provisions of the law. Civil money
penalties may also be assessed for violations of the FLSA’s child labor provisions. Heightened

NOTICE TO EMPLOYEES CONCERNING ASSISTANCE AVAILABLE

from the Office of Injured Employee Counsel (OIEC). OIEC is the state agency that assists unrepresented
injured employees with their claim in the workers’ compensation system.

EMPLOYEE RIGHTS
EMPLOYEE POLYGRAPH PROTECTION ACT

The Employee Polygraph Protection Act prohibits most private employers from using lie detector tests either for
pre-employment screening or during the course of employment.

OMBUDSMAN PROGRAM

What Is An Ombudsman? An Ombudsman is an employee of OIEC who can assist you if you have a dispute
with your employer’s insurance carrier. An Ombudsman’s assistance is free of charge. Each Ombudsman
has completed a comprehensive training program designed specifically to assist you with your dispute.

An Ombudsman can help you identify and develop the disputed issues in your case and attempt to resolve them.
If the issues cannot be resolved, the Ombudsman can help you request a dispute resolution proceeding at the
Texas Department of Insurance, Division of Workers’ Compensation.

PROHIBITIONS EXAMINEE

RIGHTS

Employers are generally prohibited from requiring or requesting any
employee or job applicant to take a lie detector test, and from discharging,
disciplining, or discriminating against an employee or prospective employee
for refusing to take a test or for exercising other rights under the Act.

Where polygraph tests are permitted, they are subject to numerous strict
standards concerning the conduct and length of the test. Examinees have
a number of specific rights, including the right to a written notice before
testing, the right to refuse or discontinue a test, and the right not to have test
results disclosed to unauthorized persons.

If you believe you have been discriminated

Federal, State and local governments are not affected by the law. Also, the
law does not apply to tests given by the Federal Government to certain
private individuals engaged in national security-related activities.

Once a proceeding is scheduled an Ombudsman can:
e Help you prepare for the proceeding (Benefit Review Conference and/or Contested Case Hearing);
e Attend the proceeding with you and communicate on your behalf; and
e Assist you with an appeal or aresponse to an insurance carrier’s appeal, if necessary.

EMPLOYEE ASSISTANCE: The Division provides free information about how to file a workers’
compensation claim. Division staff will answer any questions you may have about workers’
compensation and process any requests for dispute resolution of a claim. You can obtain this assistance
by contacting your local Division field office or by calling 1-800-252-7031. The Office of Injured
Employee Counsel (OIEC) also provides free assistance to injured employees and will explain your
rights and responsibilities under the Workers’ Compensation Act. You can obtain OIEC’s assistance

by contacting an OIEC customer service representative in your local Division field office or by calling
1-866-EZE-OIEC (1-866-393-6432).

SAFETY VIOLATIONS HOTLINE: The Division has a 24 hour toll-free telephone number for
reporting unsafe conditions in the workplace that may violate occupational health and safety laws.
Employers are prohibited by law from suspending, terminating, or discriminating against any employee
because he or she in good faith reports an alleged occupational health or safety violation. Contact the
Division at 1-800-452-9593.

Notice 6 (01/13)

ENFORCEMENT The Secretary of Labor may bring court actions to restrain violations and
assess civil penalties against violators. Employees or job applicants may
also bring their own court actions.

The Act permits polygraph (a kind of lie detector) tests to be administered
in the private sector, subject to restrictions, to certain prospective
employees of security service firms (armored car, alarm, and guard), and of

pharmaceutical manufacturers, distributors and dispensers.

of the date and circumstances of the exposure. The test result must indicate the
absence of the disease. The employee is not required to pay for the test.

Reportable diseases are those communicable diseases and health conditions required to be
reported to the Texas Department of State Health Services. Exposure criteria and testing protocol
must conform to Texas Department of State Health Services requirements.

TO: ALL STATE EMPLOYEES

In order to qualify for workers' compensation benefits, a state employee who claims
a possible work-related exposure to human immunodeficiency virus (HIV) infection,
must be tested for HIV within 10 days after the exposure and must provide their
employer with documentation of the test and a written statement of the date and
circumstances of the exposure. The test result must indicate the absence of HIV
infection. The employee is not required to pay for the test.

All other employees must be paid at least
twice a month and each pay period must consist as nearly as possible of an equal number
of days.
